Hula, hip-hop, radical genderqueer nun
opera, and traditional Colombian dance are among the
featured styles, as curated by artistic director Sean Dorsey --
whose own acclaimed work is some of the best in the city. All
of the abowve, like the cloggers, draw from the rich
transgender and queer communities of the Bay Area.
